TEACHER’S NOTES

BEING A SUPPORTER!
We have created three worksheets relating to supporting.  They are related to each other only in theme. So it is up to you to decide on which you wish to use and when. 
The first worksheet Les Supporters (file called: Supporters) will help students to learn how to encourage, praise and criticise in French.  For this worksheet students need to match an appropriate expression to the picture. 

Give your students some practice at being supporters by allowing them to support teams in your in-class Coupe du Monde  tournament if you include the World Cup activity your Score in French scheme of work!

You may wish show the short video clips in the “espace fans” of www.soccerlingua.net when covering this topic. Some of the expressions used by the fans in the clips are on the worksheet. (“Allez, Allez!”, “Allez les bleus!” etc.)
The second worksheet Après le match builds on some of the vocabulary in the first worksheet and introduces some basic football terms (“corner”, “coup franc”, “penalty”). There are also some expressions to be learnt by heart: “on a bien joué”, “on a perdu” etc. 
[If you wish to show a video with the terms “coup franc”, “corner”, “penalty”, there is one of Morgan and Romain kicking around  the ball at the Saints Training Ground. ( video  called: Actions) In fact, you may wish to use this particular worksheet after covering all the materials in the FOOTBALL ACTIONS topic if you are including it in your scheme of work.
The third worksheet Quel type de supporter es-tu? is more advanced. (file called: SupporterSurvey) It will allow you to practice “aller” and words like “quelquefois”, “souvent”. You may wish to ask your pupils to write some sentences in simple French about what good supporters do, based on the questions on the worksheet. 

“un bon supporter regarde toujours son équipe à la télé”
“un bon supporter a des affiches de son équipe dans sa chambre” etc. 

We have also included a simple WORD SEARCH  with supporters’ expressions. (file called: SupporterWordSearch)
