TEACHER’S NOTES

BODIES AND FACES
We have created several activities to introduce or revise parts of the face and body. They will also allow you to introduce or revise possessives and expressions relating to injury. 
If you are going to work through all the activities for this topic, we recommend that you begin with  Quel beau visage! (File called: Visage) Students need to match the parts of the face to one of  the players. The worksheet has been designed so the face parts can be cut out if necessary. 

Consider using this worksheet to revise adjectives:
La bouche de Beckham est petite/grande/moyenne.
Les oreilles de Beckham sont belles/grandes.

Les dents de Ronaldo sont blanches etc. 

Consider using the comparative :

Les yeux de Beckham sont plus/moins beaux que les yeux de Lampard etc. 

Ask students in small groups group to create:  Le plus beau footballeur du monde!

Il a les yeux de Beckham. Il a le nez de Thierry Henry. Il a la bouche de Ronaldo……
The worksheet Le Corps de Beckham  can be used to introduce body parts. (File called: CorpsdeBeckham)
As a preliminary question, ask your students if they can work out why some words are in mauve bubbles whilst others are in green. [If you haven’t noticed the green ones are feminine and the mauve ones are masculine.] 

Ask your students to draw an arrow from the word to the appropriate part of Beckham’s body on the worksheet. Or if you have an interactive whiteboard, project a picture and ask them to label it. Or if you can, print the worksheet on A4  sticky back labels. Let the students cut out the words and label each other!
Try playing  “Simon says touch your” , but here it is obviously “Beckham dit touche la tête” etc. 

The next worksheet David Beckham comment est-il fait?  has two exercises to practice the body vocabulary. (File called: CorpsdeBeckham2)
The first exercise also allows you to revise possessives. Consider asking students to write about how they are put together themselves using “mon, ma, mes……./ notre, nos….. etc. 
The second exercise is a crossword puzzle.

As a follow up, ask your students if they can write a clue for a part of the body that isn’t represented in the crossword. 
Once your students have mastered the parts of the body, they are ready to move onto injury using the two worksheets entitled Les Blessures  and Qu’est-ce qui se passé?  (File called : Blessures) 
After doing the gap-fill exercise on Les Blessures , ask your students to imagine they are the person in the picture. They need to express their pain and say what is wrong with them! They can then move on to describe what they see in the pictures on the Qu’est-ce qui se passe?   worksheet.
Hopefully your students  will never need these expressions!
