TEACHER’S NOTES

FOOD AND DRINK
We have created several learning activities to introduce or revise the theme of food, drink and meals. 

The first activity is a game to be played using  the 30 small  food and drink pictures spread across  two worksheets. (File called: Aliments). This will allow you to teach/revise 30 items of food and drink and the verbs “manger” and “boire”. 
The food pictures relate to a video in which Morgan and Romain are asked what they eat and drink for specific meals. (VIDEO called: Aliments)

We would recommend that you put your students into groups and give each group a paper plate and a plastic cup. Cut out the food pictures and put the pictures into an envelope. Play the video and give each group an envelope with the pictures in it. 
Starting with Morgan’s replies, ask the groups to take the pictures out of the envelope one at a time.  If the item is something that Morgan says he eats, it is put on his plate (“l’assiette de Morgan”). If it is something he says he drinks, it is put in his glass (“le verre de Morgan”). If the item is not mentioned by Morgan, it is left on the table. 
After students have completed the task you can then go through each object practicing. This can range from asking “est-ce que le vin est dans le verre de Morgan/ “est-ce que le fromage est dans l’assiette de Morgan”,  to the more complicated use of the partitive: “est-ce qu’il y a du vin dans le verre de Morgan” / “est-ce que Morgan boit du vin” / “est-ce qu’il y du fromage dans l’assiette de Morgan / “est-ce que Morgan mange du fromage”. etc. 

After doing “l’assiette/le verre de Morgan” repeat the activity with “l’assiette/le verre de Romain”. Alternatively ask half your groups to do Morgan and the other half to do Romain. 
[NB! You cannot ask individual groups to do both players simultaneously unless you put two sets of pictures in the envelopes, as some items are mentioned by both players!].  
If you do not wish to undertake this activity, you can obviously design an alternate one using the video transcript which you will find in the same plastic pocket as the food pictures. (file called : AlimentsTranscript)
The next activity relates to food preferences. This will allow you to practice “aimer”, “adorer”, “detester” etc. The worksheet Quel est ton plat préférée?  (file called: platpréféré) has four questions that Morgan and Romain are asked on the video (VIDEO called: platpréféré) 
For each of the questions there a four answers. One is the answer given by Romain, the other is the response given by Morgan. Ask your students to identify which answer is given by each player. 
[NB! “Berk” is the French term to express dislike of food etc. The opposite is “miam-miam!” Your students might be amused by both of these expressions. You might also have some fun getting them to use them when talking about what they like and dislike!] 
The next activity refers to preferences of drinks.  The worksheet Quelle est ta boisson préférée? (file called: boissonpréférée) has five questions that Morgan and Romain are asked on a video (VIDEO called: boissonpréférée). Like the previous activity on food preferences, students need to identify which answer is given by each player.  

We have also included to two transcripts of videos which relate to the theme of meals. You can devise your own activities from these if you wish. 
Où prenez-vous les repas? (file called: RepasTranscript; VIDEO called Repas)  relates to a video in which Morgan and Romain speak about where they eat particular meals. This video is useful if you wish to work on “prendre”. 
Il faut pas grignoter! (file called: GrignoterTranscript) relates to a video in which Morgan and Romain speak about what they eat and drink between meals. (VIDEO called: Grignoter)
