TEACHER’S NOTES
FOOTBALL ACTIONS
We have created two resources to allow you to teach vocabulary relating to actions on the pitch. They will also allow you to practice “faire” and “-er” verbs. 

The first resource is a video (VIDEO called: Actions).  In the video, Morgan and Romain joke around at the Saints Training Ground demonstrating some football moves. We have subtitled the video in French and highlighted the words that your students need to learn for playing football in French (“corner”, “penalty”, “coup franc”, “passe” etc.) There are also some nice expressions to be learnt by heart to say whether a move is good or bad. 

The second resource is two worksheets called Les Actions (file called: Actions).  The first sheet has 12 pictures and the second has 12 expressions to be matched to the pictures. 
Once your students have undertaken the basic matching exercise, you may wish to ask them to write sentences describing the pictures. This will require them to conjugate “faire” and the “-er verbs”. 
As a further exercise you may wish to find a short sequence of part of a football  match  on You Tube and ask your students to provide a commentary in French on the actions they see!
