TEACHER’S NOTES

KIT AND CLOTHES
We have created a number of learning activities to introduce or revise clothing and colours and to consolidate “-er” verb forms using “porter” as a model. This topic area also includes expressing likes, dislikes, preferences etc. in relation to clothes. 
The first worksheet Allez Zizou is designed to introduce some basic items of football clothing. (File called: AllezZizou) Students can link the word with the item by an arrow.

We have also included a short reading text on Zidane on this worksheet. This seemed important as he is such a huge figure in French popular culture. 

(Consider removing some of the words from the Zidane text before printing it and see if your students can fill in the blanks.)
If you have Internet in your classroom, we recommend the short video clips on the Soccerlingua site mentioned on the worksheet.  (If you have not already looked at them with your students in the context of  BEING A SUPPORTER.)  

If you have access to YouTube consider showing a short extract of Zidane in action! There is plenty of choice……
The two worksheets Les Affaires de football will give you the opportunity to practice clothes and colours more extensively. (File called: Affairesdefootball)
On each worksheet there are six photos with six descriptions. The description needs to be matched to the right picture and a gap needs to be filled appropriately once the matching has been done. 

Consider doing this as a game! Cut up the pictures and the descriptions. Put them into an envelope and give an envelope to each small group. The groups have to match the description to the right person! The winning group is the one that has matched up the descriptions fastest with the blanks completed with an appropriate word. 
Either do this in two stages (i.e. one worksheet at a time) or mix up all 12 pictures and descriptions to make it more difficult. 

The next worksheet Quelle est ta tenue préférée relates to a video in which Morgan and Romain express their views on different kits! (File called: Surlestenues; VIDEO called: Surlestenues) 
For each question there are four possible answers. One is said by Morgan and the other by Romain. Ask your students to identify who says what.
[Just in case your students can’t tell you, the kits depicted on the worksheet are Portmouth’s and the Olympique de Marseille’s. The player in the photo is Franck Ribéry, one of France’s most popular national players. One of the fans in the clips on the www.soccerlingua.net site has his name written on her stomach!] 

Ask your students to express their opinions on the kits worn by the players in the photos on the Les Affaires de football worksheets or the Player Cards (see OTHER RESOURCES).
And let’s not forget the girls!
The two worksheets for  Les femmes des footballeurs introduce a number of items of female clothing that do not relate to sport (file called: Femmes). 
After completing the clothes activities, you might ask your students to design a “WAG” or a football player! Perhaps you could collaborate with your colleagues in art so the students can draw their WAG/player and label their clothes etc in French? You can then put the WAGS and players in couples, or vote on which player/WAG is the best!
Before working on WAGS consider completing the worksheet on Le beau visage in the BODIES AND FACES topic. This will make it possible for your students to describe faces as well as clothes.  
Finally, consider introducing some simple comparatives. 

“Est-ce que Victoria Beckham est plus âgée/jeune/bête que Cheryl Cole?”
“Est-ce que Victoria Beckham est plus élégante/sympathique/belle que………..”
And what about some comparisons of their respective husbands?!
