TEACHER’S NOTES

PERSONAL INFORMATION
We have created two activities based on the personal information of Southampton French players Morgan Schneiderlin and Romain Gasmi. 
They relate to the video in which both players answer the 18 questions listed on the worksheets Je m’appelle Morgan Scheiderlin 1 and  Je m’appelle Morgan Scheiderlin 2.  (VIDEO called: Jem’appelle) 
We would recommend that you start with Je m’appelle Morgan Schneiderlin 1 and then move onto Je m’appelle Morgan Scheiderlin 2. (file called: Jem’appelleMorgan) Each worksheet can be used separately. 

Each worksheet has questions and answers. Pupils need to match the questions to the answers that Morgan gives in the interview on the video. It is up to you to decide on whether you work on the questions and answers as a reading exercise before showing the video,  or show the video first to see what your pupils can understand without seeing the worksheets. 
Once pupils have familiarised themselves with the questions and Morgan’s answers,  you are ready to move on to Je m’appelle Romain Gasmi. (file called: Jem’appelleRomain) This is a gap filling exercise which we have made as simple as possible. (Students should be able to fill many of the gaps without even hearing the video.)
If you wish to make this more of a listening test, the questions are the same as those on the “Morgan” worksheet. See whether your pupils can understand Romain’s answers to these questions. (Alternatively use the transcript of the entire interview to make your own gap filling exercise. See OTHER RESOURCES for the transcript.)
