TEACHER’S NOTES

LA COPA MUNDIAL
This activity is designed to take place across the project. 
For this activity you will organise your in-class World Cup Tournament. Pupils will have the opportunity to practice and re-enforce: parts of  “ser” mainly but also “tener”, numbers to 32, colours, languages, adjectives of nationality. 

If you are going to include this activity in your scheme of work, we suggest that you start it in the first week of Score in Spanish as the first stage will be the most time consuming. You can then include subsequent stages in other classes throughout the project and play the final at the end of the project!

STAGE ONE (“Sorteo”)
You need to assign a national team to each pupil. For this you need the Countries and Flags worksheet. (file called: WorldCupFlags)

Either cut up the worksheet and ask students to draw a country from a hat. Or ask students to draw a number (1-32) and give the students the team with that number. 

Students introduce their team in Spanish to the rest of the class. Some of the following structures can be practised:
Yo soy el entrenador/capitán del équipo…………

Mis jugadores son ……………… y hablan…………….  

Nuestra bandera es ……………………. 
Mi equipo es ………………….

Yo tengo el equipo ……………………………. 

STAGE TWO (“Sorteo de la Copa Mundial” and “Partidos en la fase de Grupos”)
The teams now have to be put into 8 qualifying groups (A- H). You can either undertake a draw for this, or simply say that teams 1-4 are “Grupo A”, teams 5-8 “Grupo B” etc. 
Put students into their groups of 4 according to the countries they have drawn in order for them to “play” their group matches between all the teams in their group. Matches are played using dice as follows: 
Each manager/captain  throws for his/her team.  Each match is 5 pairs of throws with a goal awarded to the highest score in each pair.  (This will allow for various, realistic scores.) If you don’t have much time each match can be decided on a single pair of throws... 
At the end, each group reports back the scores of its matches in Spanish and the group table is created. A win for a match gives the team 3 points and a draw one point. The top two teams from each group go through to the “octavos de final”. (NB! If  two teams draw on points, the winning team is decided on who won the game they played against each other.)
[NB! You are unlikely to have 32 pupils in a class so you may need to give one pupil in each group an extra team, or ask keen pupils to play a group’s matches in a break and to report back the result.]

STAGE THREE (“Los octavos de final” )

[NB! Before moving to this stage we recommend that you undertake the Los Aficionados  worksheet. (See BEING A SUPPORTER.) Students can choose a team and express their support using the vocabulary from the worksheet. This will engage pupils whose teams were eliminated in the previous round.]  

This phase is played between the top two teams from each group as follows;

Match One: Winner of Group A plays Second of Group B
Match Two: Winner of Group B plays Second of Group A

Match Three: Winner of Group C plays Second of Group D

Match Four: Winner of Group D plays Second of Group C

Match Five: Winner of Group E plays Second of Group F
Match Six: Winner of Group F plays Second of Group E

Match Seven: Winner of Group G plays Second of Group H
Match Eight: Winner of Group H plays Second of Group G

These matches can be played with dice in the same way as the previous phase. If after 5 throws, it is a draw a further throw will be needed as a decider as all rounds from now on are knockout ones! 
You may also prefer to avoid using dice and giving “goals” for correct answers to questions on vocabulary or general knowledge questions about Spanish-speaking countries. 
You may wish to space these matches out over several classes as a 5 minute end of class fun activity. 
STAGE FOUR (“Los cuartos de final”)
A)Winner of Match One plays Winner of Match Two.

B)Winner of Match Three plays Winner of Match Four.

C) Winner of Match Five plays Winner of Match Six.

D) Winner of Match Seven plays Winner of Match Eight.

STAGE FIVE (“Los semi-finales”)
Winner of A plays Winner of B

Winner of C plays Winner of D

STAGE SIX (“La final”)

We would recommend that you play the final at the end of the project. Why not set up a Subbuteo in the middle of the classroom and play the final using this? You will be able to incorporate many elements that were covered during the project. (e.g. presentation of each team and what they are wearing, supporters, match commentary, post-match discussion, injured players, if players are flicked off or collide on the Subbuteo pitch……. And what about making a video of your final with all these elements!  Or play the final on the football pitch with your students representing the two teams, with supporters etc. 
DAYS AND DATES

We have created two resources based on match fixtures to practice days and dates. 

The first is a Powerpoint to be used with the whole class (file called: Calendario).  It will allow you to revise days of the week, months of the year etc. 

(There are some more complicated questions at the end of the Powerpoint but these can be ignored if they are too tricky for your students, as they are not needed as preparation for the second activity.)

Once you have revised days of the week, dates etc, your students can move on to the worksheets called Calendario de Partidos de los “Saints” (file called: CalendarioSaints).  

There are two worksheets, one for Aficionado A and the other Aficionado B. This is a simple “information gap” activity. 

Students need to work in pairs. Supporter A needs to fill in the gaps on the Supporter A sheet by eliciting the information from Supporter B who has the information on his/her worksheet and vice-versa. There are some sample questions on each sheet which will allow students to get some of the information. But students will need to ask further questions based on these models to complete their sheet fully. 

Although this is designed as a pair work activity, it could also be done in fours with students working in teams of two.

[NB we have adopted a red and white layout to replicate the Saints kit!] 

Why not ask your students to create a “Calendario” of your school’s football fixtures as a follow up activity?

KIT AND CLOTHES

We have created a number of learning activities to introduce or revise clothing and colours and to consolidate “-ar” verb forms using “llevar” as a model. This topic area also includes expressing likes, dislikes, preferences etc. in relation to clothes. 
The first worksheet Ale El Niño is designed to introduce some basic items of football clothing. (File called: AleElNino) Students can link the word with the item by an arrow.

We have also included a short reading text on Fernando Torres (El Niño) on this worksheet. This seemed important as he is such a huge figure in Spanish popular culture. 

(Consider removing some of the words from the El Niño text before printing it and see if your students can fill in the blanks.)
If you have access to YouTube consider showing a short extract of Torres in action! Torres’ official website also has many of his great goals. There is plenty of choice……
The two worksheets Cosas de fútbol will give you the opportunity to practice clothes and colours more extensively. (File called: Cosas de futbol)
On each worksheet there are six photos with six descriptions. The description needs to be matched to the right picture and a gap needs to be filled appropriately once the matching has been done. 

Consider doing this as a game! Cut up the pictures and the descriptions. Put them into an envelope and give an envelope to each small group. The groups have to match the description to the right person! The winning group is the one that has matched up the descriptions fastest with the blanks completed with an appropriate word. 

Either do this in two stages (i.e. one worksheet at a time) or mix up all 12 pictures and descriptions to make it more difficult. 

Ask your students to express their opinions on the kits worn by the players in the photos on the Cosas de Fútbol worksheets (file called: Cosas de futbol) or the Player Cards (see OTHER RESOURCES).
And let’s not forget the girls!
The two worksheets for  Las mujeres de los futbolistas introduce a number of items of female clothing that do not relate to sport (file called: Mujeres de futbolistas). 

After completing the clothes activities, you might ask your students to design a “WAG” or a football player! Perhaps you could collaborate with your colleagues in art so the students can draw their WAG/player and label their clothes etc in Spanish? You can then put the WAGS and players in couples, or vote on which player/WAG is the best!
Before working on WAGS consider completing the worksheet on ¡Qué cara tan bonita! in the BODIES AND FACES topic (file called: Cara bonita). This will make it possible for your students to describe faces as well as clothes.
Finally, consider introducing some simple comparatives. 

“¿Victoria Beckham es más vieja/joven/tonta que Cheryl Cole?”
“¿Victoria Beckham es más elegante/simpática/guapa que………..?”
And what about some comparisons of their respective husbands?!

You might want to teach your students the expression ‘la ex-mujer’ for Cheryl Cole by the time you work on this!
BODIES AND FACES

We have created several activities to introduce or revise parts of the face and body. They will also allow you to introduce or revise possessives and expressions relating to injury. 

If you are going to work through all the activities for this topic, we recommend that you begin with  ¡Qué cara tan bonita! (File called: Cara bonita) Students need to match the parts of the face to one of  the players. The worksheet has been designed so the face parts can be cut out if necessary. 

Consider using this worksheet to revise adjectives:

La boca de Beckham es pequeña/grande/mediana.

Las orejas de Beckham son bonitas/grandes.

Los dientes de Ronaldo son blancos etc. 

Consider using the comparative :

Los ojos de Beckham son más/menos bonitos que los ojos de Lampard etc. 

Ask students in small groups to create:  El futbolista más guapo del mundo!

Tiene los ojos de Beckham. Tiene la nariz de Thierry Henry. Tiene la boca de Ronaldo……

The worksheet El Cuerpo de Beckham  can be used to introduce body parts. (File called: Cuerpo de Beckham)

As a preliminary question, ask your students if they can work out why some words are in mauve bubbles whilst others are in green. [If you haven’t noticed the green ones are feminine and the blue ones are masculine.] 

Ask your students to draw an arrow from the word to the appropriate part of Beckham’s body on the worksheet. Or if you have an interactive whiteboard, project a picture and ask them to label it. Or if you can, print the worksheet on A4  sticky back labels. Let the students cut out the words and label each other!

Try playing  “Simon says touch your” , but here it is obviously “Beckham dice toca tu cabeza” etc. 

The next worksheet ¿Cómo está hecho David Beckham?  has two exercises to practice the body vocabulary. (File called: Como esta Beckham) 
BEING A SUPPORTER!

We have created three worksheets relating to supporting.  They are related to each other only in theme. So it is up to you to decide which you wish to use and when. 
The first worksheet Los Aficionados (file called: Los aficionados) will help students to learn how to encourage, praise and criticise in Spanish.  For this worksheet students need to match an appropriate expression to the picture. 

Give your students some practice at being supporters by allowing them to support teams in your in-class Copa Mundial tournament if you include the World Cup activity your Score in Spanish scheme of work!

The second worksheet Después del Partido (file called: Despues del partido) builds on some of the vocabulary in the first worksheet and introduces some basic football terms (“saque de esquina”, “tiro libre”, “penalti”). There are also some expressions to be learnt by heart: “han jugado bien”, “han jugado mal” etc. 

The third worksheet ¿Qué tipo de aficionado eres? is more advanced. (file called: SupporterSurvey) It will allow you to practice “ir” and words like “alguna vez”, “a menudo”. You may wish to ask your pupils to write some sentences in simple Spanish about what good supporters do, based on the questions on the worksheet. 

“un buen aficionado siempre ve su equipo en la telé”
“un buen aficionado tiene pósteres de su equipo en su habitación” etc.
EN EL TERRENO
This topic area will allow you to introduce or revise terminology relating to the pitch and the players’ positions (e.g. “guardameta”, “medio campo” etc.) if you have not already covered them through one of the other topics. 

More importantly, however, it will allow you to work on PREPOSITIONS through the theme of football (“dentro de”, “en”, “delante de”, “detrás de”, “entre”, “al lado de”, “enfrente”) and “izquierda” and “derecha”.  
We have created two Powerpoint presentations. For each of these you should click the mouse, wait for a few seconds, and then click again if nothing happens. 

The first Powerpoint teaches the names of  areas on the pitch. (file called: Terreno de juego)

The second Powerpoint shows the positions of the players and the terminology in French. (file called: Posicion de jugadores) You may wish to use this Powerpoint to introduce or revise propositions.

(Another way to do this is to project a photo of the England team and say who is where. E.g. “En la foto, Beckham está al lado de/ delante de /detrás de Terry. Terry está entre Owen y Rooney etc…..”).

When you have introduced prepositions move onto using the  En el Terreno de Juego worksheets of which there are four.  (file called: En el terreno)

Give students the sheet depicting the pitch and the worksheet with the English team, Inglaterra.  Students need to place the players in the right position on the pitch according to the instructions next to each player on the worksheet. (Students can write the names on the pitch or cut out the pictures and stick them on!)

Once students have placed the English players on the pitch correctly, they can move on to the Spanish team, España, and put the Spanish players into the correct positions. 

When the players from both sides are on the pitch, you may wish to use the final worksheet which asks questions relating to the players’ positions and gives further practice of prepositions.

We would suggest that your pupils then play the Inglaterra-España match in the following way, based on “Battleships”:

Students work in pairs. You give each student half of the pitch template. One student is the manager of the England team; the other is the manager of the Spain team. Students write the name of any player from their team in each of the playing positions on their half of the pitch. (They can for example put a defender in goal and a goal keeper in a forward’s position etc.) 

Without seeing their partner’s half of the pitch, students need to locate where the opponent’s players have been placed. 

The Spain manager might say for example: “John Terry está en la portería”. If the England manager has put Terry in goal, a cross is put through his name/picture. The England manager might say “Fernando Torres está detrás de Carlos Puyol”. If this is true, the Spain manager puts a cross through Fernando Torres. 

(Students can use this to practice “jugar” rather than “estar”. They can also practice “no está” or “no juega” to respond to incorrect guesses.) 

The losing team is the side with the most players with crosses through them when you blow the end of match whistle, or whichever side has crosses through all its players soonest. 

(This match can obviously be played in fours, two against two.)

FOOTBALL ACTIONS

We have created a resource to allow you to teach vocabulary relating to actions on the pitch. They will also allow you to practice “hacer” and “-ar” verbs. 

The resource is composed of two worksheets called Las Acciones (file called: Las acciones).  The first sheet has 12 pictures and the second has 12 expressions to be matched to the pictures. 

Once your students have undertaken the basic matching exercise, you may wish to ask them to write sentences describing the pictures. This will require them to conjugate “hacer” and the “-ar verbs”. 

As a further exercise you may wish to find a short sequence of part of a football  match on You Tube and ask your students to provide a commentary in Spanish on the actions they see!

OTHER RESOURCES

PLAYER CARDS

We have created four sheets of player profiles with four players on each. (files called: Players1, Players2, Players3 and Players4). We have included 4 female players so that feminine agreements are not forgotten……..

These versatile cards provide the opportunity to practice nationalities, countries, dates, ages, heights, family members, possessives “mi”, “mis” etc. They also teach the player positions.  

You may wish to use these cards in conjunction with the flags for the Copa Mundial game; the EN EL TERRENO topic;  or to provide further stimulus for the description of KIT AND CLOTHES.

You can also play “snap” with these cards. Give out two copies of each player’s profile to your students. Ask your students to move around the classroom asking each other simple questions that can be answered by “sí” or “no”. Students need to work out who has the same card as them.  

Why not create a set of cards of your own school football teams using these templates?

REWARD BALLS AND YELLOW CARDS

We have included a sheet of balls (file called : Rewardballs) which we would suggest that you cut up and use as rewards (e.g. for good work, winning a competition, supporting a winning team or winning a round in the Copa Mundial competition etc.)  Refer to these balls as “goles” (goals). Why not have a chart and stick balls next to students’ names during the project? Or have a competition to see who can score the most “goles” by the end of the project? 

There is also a sheet of yellow cards (file called: Tarjetas amarillas) which can be given to students for cheating, bad conduct etc. You may wish to decide that a yellow card results in the loss of a certain number of reward balls for a student or their team. 

AND FINALLY…..

Consider creating a football atmosphere in your classes during the project and setting up activities as mini competitions. Ask your colleagues in Sport to lend you a football whistle and a stop watch. You can then start and end timed pair/small group activities with the whistle as if students were playing a football match. 

If you are going to be doing two timed activities in a class, have a first half (“primera parte”) and a second half (“segunda parte”). Tell pupils that you are the “árbitro/árbitra” for these activities and that any learning support assistants in your classroom are “árbitro(s) asistente(s)”.
