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World Languages After-School Club
Capital L is offering London schools the opportunity to deliver a weekly World Language After-school club for young people between 13 and 19 years old. 

The aim of this project is either to support heritage learners develop their linguistic ability, or provide pupils with the opportunity to learn a World language. The language chosen must be one not currently taught at the school and pupils must be able to work towards obtaining a qualification such as GCSE or Asset Languages.

This activity will also:

· Diversify the offer of languages at secondary schools

· Provide heritage speakers with the opportunity to improve their skills and raise their achievement and/or provide young people with the opportunity to study a non MFL language

· Promote community cohesion 

A minimum number of 10 students is required to start an After-school club and schools are encouraged to open up vacancies to students from neighbouring schools.

It is envisaged that the After-school club will run from September 2010, for at least 20 weeks. Each weekly session of the After-school club should last around 50 minutes. 

Schools will have responsibility for recruiting and managing the world language teacher; recruiting students, and evaluating the project in line with Capital L evaluation procedures.
Capital L will fund the teacher fees up to the value of £40 per class. In addition, world language teachers will also be eligible to attend training developed by Capital L in partnership with Links into Languages
 and CETL – Languages of the Wider World
. If world language teachers have no language teaching qualification, it is expected that they will take part in the training provided.
