Routes into Languages is a multi-million government funded project designed to inspire pupils across the country to learn languages at school, college and university, through a wide range of events and activities organised throughout the country. The project in the North West focuses on community and lesser-taught languages. This means any languages that are NOT French, German or Spanish. 
Our project aims to promote and facilitate the teaching and learning of these languages in mainstream and supplementary schools. One of our objectives is to create a database of language speakers who may be willing to participate in our activities and assist schools with enquires relating to assessment and other activities. 
For example, we anticipate that we will receive enquiries from schools looking for speakers to help conduct oral assessments within their schools. Some schools are also keen to set up after-school clubs in new languages but do not have the staff to do this. Through the project’s database of speakers we will be able to put schools in touch with speakers of community and lesser taught languages. These do not necessarily have to be teacher trained but be able to speak the languages. 

COLT will be responsible for the database and all the data contained in it will be treated as strictly confidential.

We would provide them information containing your contact details (only telephone number and email address), languages you speak and relevant experience. The schools or other parties would then contact you directly. Please bear in mind that the schools may require you to hold a current CRB check.
