Winning schools will also have the opportunity to take part in the filming of the official 
music video at a celebratory event and activity day at the Emirates Stadium (date TBC). 

The finished song and video will be publicised to all UK schools, and will form the basis of a 
special resource pack for the European Day of Languages 2012. 

The closing date for entries is 9 December 2011. 

What can your pupils win? 

• Pop fame! ‐ Winning verses will be incorporated into the Double Club Olympics song. 
• A professional recording session in London! Be part of Team Harmony 2012, 

together with other pupils from across the UK. 
(NB: 5 pupils from each winning school will be able to take part in the recording.) 

• Video stardom! ‐ Pupils from each winning school will have the opportunity of taking 
part in the video shoot and activity day at the Emirates Stadium (date TBC). 

What do your pupils need to do? 

• Create the lyrics for one verse and the chorus of the song on the theme of  
‘Together in the Language of Sport’ and send us a sample recording. 
The verse must be in either French, German, Greek, Italian, Portuguese or Spanish 
and the chorus must be in English.  

Who can take part? 

The competition is open to individuals or groups of up to five people, from secondary 
schools in the UK.
