7. An overview of the history of the language
Ask the students – where do they think is Hebrew spoken

Slide – 15 
spoken mainly in Israel, the West Bank, theUnited States and by Jewish communities around the world. This does not mean that people in Jewish communities around the world speak Hebrew. They of course speak the language of their country. However, they pray in Hebrew in the synagogues, and many of them can speak basic Hebrew.  
Slide - 16
Hebrew (עִבְרִית ‘Ivrit) is a Semitic language
This is a family of languages spoken by more than 300 million people across much of the Middle East, and also north and east Africa.

The most widely spoken Semitic language today is Arabic (207 million speakers), followed by Amharic (27 million speakers in Ethiopia), and ( ask the students before showing) Hebrew (more than 7 million speakers).
It is one of the world's oldest living languages. 


History: 
Scholars like to divide the Hebrew language into 4 basic periods:

Slide 17
The Biblical period – Hebrew was spoken by the Patriarchs during the Biblical period. The Bible (the Old Testament) was written in Hebrew. (show the Bible).

The Post Biblical Period – 2nd Century AD - the post-Biblical period, Aramaic gradually replaced Hebrew as the spoken language - but Hebrew was still used as the language of ritual, prayer, literature, and written communication for centuries. Rabbinical Hebrew, used in the Mishnah.

The Medieval Period – Hebrew continued to be used for all these things as well as for translating Arabic works into Hebrew (Maimonides). After the decline of the Golden Age mainly in Spain, the use of Hebrew declined, and the language was being used only for religious purposes. [image: image1.png]



So basically, we can say that Hebrew stopped being spoken for almost 2000 years.
The Modern Period - 
Slide 18 – Modern Hebrew
In the late 19th century, Modern Hebrew was developed along with the rise of Zionism. In 1913, Hebrew became the language of instruction in Jewish schools in Palestine. In 1948, Hebrew became the official language of the newly established State of Israel.
Slide 19 – Eliezer ben Yehudah
Eliezer ben Yehudah is the man to be praised. He  devoted his life to and deserves the credit for the successful revival of Hebrew in the 19th century. He was so enthusiastic, he was actually called “meshuga” - crazy
8.  Words, phrases, alphabet and vowels

Hebrew is written from right to left.

The Hebrew alphabet consist of twenty-two letters all of which are consonants.   There are also 5 final letters.

So the word shabbat Slide 26  appears as the Hebrew equivalents of
 "sh", "b", and "t"
- written from right to left.
The lack of vowels meant it was hard to know how to pronounce a word just by seeing how it was written. 
About the 8th century a system developed for indicating vowels through the use of small dots and dashes placed above and below the consonants.

Slide 28 – A text with and without vowels and also in script

The translation: All Human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights. They are endowed with reason and conscience and should act towards one another in a spirit of brotherhood.
(Article 1 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights)

Vowels are used today in school books and prayer books, but they are not used in newspapers, magazines, or general books.  (show newspapers, books and magazines)
