GREETINGS CARDS
LEARNING OBJECTIVE: 

A little knowledge of language AND culture can make a big difference on linguistic, emotional, and professional levels.

ACTIVITY FORMAT:

· explain that we are about to play a game

· explain that each card has info on it, but the info should not be shared with anyone else - no cheating!

· ask that each pupils waits for your instruction before they read it

· give out cards 

· explain that the pupils will soon find their group, or tribe, and that they will find it by following the instructions on the card. The instructions describe a greeting which they will perform. In doing so they will identify other people following the same instructions for the same greeting. This is how they will find their tribespeople. Once they have found their tribe they should sit with them.

· they all read cards, without showing it to friends

· help any who don't understand vocabulary, BUT REMEMBER it's ok if it seems embarrassing, weird or complicated: that's what life in another culture can seem like

· game starts, 10 minutes max to find your tribespeople by performing your greeting

· make sure they are sitting in their tribes

· possibly get each tribe to perform their greeting to the whole group

REFLECTION: 

How did they feel? What was strange? What was easy?

A greeting is something simple, but didn't it make a difference when you could identify with someone else? That's why learning languages, even just a bit, is helpful: you can put people at ease which can help you make friends or close that all-important business deal.

Maybe this will be relevant for us later on life (do they know anyone who has lived abroad, or who has come from another country, or speaks a different language at home). That's why we should learn languages too.
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
